
Sale Moor Youth Bank Application Criteria

The Sale Moor Youth Bank will only fund: 

Young people aged 8-19 & groups of young people that live or reside in the Sale Moor/Trafford area defined by the M33 2 postcode.

The maximum award is £700.

You can reapply six months after a successful bid has been made.
Only one application is allowed to be submitted or in process at any one time.
Successful applicants must have access to a bank account recognised by the Sale Moor Youth Bank committee.

Successful applicants are accountable for funds received and will be required to provide receipts of all spending.

Applications to the Sale Moor Youth Bank will need to meet the criteria set out below:

Activities the Sale Moor Youth Bank will fund:

· Projects that will have a positive effect on substance misuse among young people in Sale Moor, Positive activities and projects that have a benefit for young people with an emphasis on Environmental, Sports, Music and Arts projects,

· Making good use of local buildings, facilities and under used community spaces, 

· Social trips and residential activities,

· Applications are more likely to succeed if they include an element of working in the community. 

Activities the Sale Moor Youth Bank will not fund:

Any illegal activity, drugs, alcohol, personal items including clothing, family support, holidays, closed religious groups and dangerous activities.

Sale Moor Youth Bank Confidentiality Statement

We will not give out personal details about individuals or organisations. Everything said and recorded in meetings is confidential. We will not discuss grant applications with anyone other than Sale Moor Youth Bank members. Information will only be passed onto a third party on a need to know basis regarding issues of child protection, fraud or deception.
